
G R A P E  : 
100% Chardonnay 

H A R V E S T : 
Manual harvest in 25 kg crates. Cool winds extend the growing season by approximately 
30 days, allowing the grapes to reach optimum ripeness. Limited yields make Skywalker
Chardonnay complex, rich and concentrated.

S O I L S : 
Rolling areas dominated by sandstone, silt, and shale. Sloping gently towards the valley, the soil
is deep and more fertile than any other areas of the ranch. Roots can penetrate deeply,
allowing the terroir to fully express itself. 

A L T I T U D E :

V I N I F A T I O N : 
Planted using the traditional method, the limited-yield Chardonnay single vineyard is hand-
cultivated and carefully maintained

A G E D : 
Vinification and aging in new French oak barrels for 12 months for 30% of the volume

N O S E  : 
Generous fruit aromas of lemon, lychee and white flower blossom are enhanced by delicate,
sweet oak nuances

P A L A T E :  
On first taste flavors of pineapple, pomelo, and citrus are present. The palate is crisp on entry
followed by richer flavors of hazelnut, brioche and crème brûlée leading way to a long finish
